half-months.

MEC officials indicated
that the company, although
Iow, has enough fuel to make
it through to next week. With
the SK Networks tanker arriv-
ing later this week, MEC said
it expeets to resume sales of
diesel to fishing and other ves-
sels by Monday next weck.
